Assemblies

Murdock and Addison elementary schools in Texas arrange assemblies and other types of school-wide events so teachers in the same study groups are not supervising students at the same time. When a group is not supervising students, the study group meets.
Assemblies at some schools are conducted on a rotating schedule throughout the day which frees up staff members working in study groups.  For example, an elementary school brought the Pacific Science Center out to their campus and they conducted four assemblies consisting of grade appropriate content.  Supervision at the assembly was covered by building and district level administrators, parent volunteers, and university interns while the study teams conducted their professional development.
