Field Experiences

Schools in Western Washington utilize organized field trips to free time up for staff.  One example is from a middle school where the administrators from the school, parent volunteers, and district administrative teams take students from an 8th grade middle school to the Museum of flight while staff from that grade level stay and work in their study group for the entire day.

In another district, 8th graders traveling to the high school for orientation and class sign-ups in March provided time for teachers to engage in study group sessions at their home school.  Administrators, counselors, parent volunteers, university interns, and high school staff provided supervision.
