Teacher Isolation
Teachers usually assess student work in isolation. If groups of teachers who teach at the same grade level or the same content area come together with examples of their students’ work, examine the work together, discuss strengths and weaknesses of the work and draw from one another ways to address identified problems, both teachers and students benefit. This collective examination of student work is replacing more traditional forms of staff development in schools and districts across the country. 
Schools should consider multiple ways to increase collaboration and reduce teacher isolation in order to effectively improve student learning.
