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A Consensogram is a tool used when you have a large group of people and wish to see their view on an issue, but don’t have much time to use complicated survey methods. 
MATERIALS:  
One poster paper for each of the intended outcomes with a scale marked 0-100 by tens.  Coloured stickers.

Decide on what you want measured.


Think about how you feel about the chosen issue.


Look at the results and consider the final group decision.


How are you going to act on the results of the data.

Draw up the consensogram sheet starting with 0% and increase every 10% until you reach 100%


Write up the issue you want everyone to measure.


Each person writes a number on the sticky note. Keep answers between 0% and 100%.  Do not write negative numbers or numbers over 100% Eg 50% which measures what they think, feel, or where they stand on the issue


Collect all sticky notes and post them on the consensogram chart to form a Bar Chart
